Flying “The Pattern” and 3D
There were several comments on the guest book this month about “flying the pattern” and 3D
flying. I will attempt to clarify what the current guidelines are. These can be modified by a vote
at a club meeting. First, let me define “The Pattern”. “The Pattern” is a racetrack flight route
where all traffic over the runway should be traveling into the wind, turn away from the pits, fly
downwind out over the field, turn back toward the runway and repeat. If the wind is not strong
enough to establish the direction of flight or there is a direct crosswind, the first plane in the air
establishes the direction of flight. There are two general guidelines and several exceptions. The
first guideline is that all planes should fly “the pattern”. The second guideline is that hovering
and other 3D flying must take place over the field and not over the runway. The first exception
is that a pilot flying alone does not need to follow the guidelines. The second exception is that if
only two pilots are flying, they must agree on any deviations from the guidelines. If more than
two pilots are flying, they may deviate from the guidelines only if they have made a plan before
flying.

C.V.A MINUTES June 11, 2009

The meeting was called to order at 7pm at the Williamsburg Christian Church. There were 22
members and 2 visitors present. The President announced the minutes of the May 14th meeting
as published in the last newsletter. A motion was made and seconded to accept the minutes. A
vote was taken and the motion passed unanimously.
The treasurer reported on the club finances.

Minutes
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Site Improvement: Tom Treese commented on the clubs newest mower turning 1 year old and
having 72 hours of service. Tom also went on to say there was no real damage to the field
during the WOW IV event considering the amount of rainfall just the day before.
Activities: Joe Musika spoke about how successful the Warbirds over Williamsburg event was.
Joe mentioned that the success of this event was made possible by the work Tom Treese. The
club then gave Tom a round of applause. Joe also mentioned it was good to see several members
from TRC “Tidewater Radio Control” at the event displaying some really nice warbirds. Tom
said that with this being the 65th anniversary of D-Day he visited retirement homes and Veteran
associations to get the word out about this event. Approximately 12 members of “The Greatest
Generation” attended the event. At noon these veterans were called to the announcers stand and
given a thank-you and show of appreciation by a round of applause from the spectators and RC
pilots there. Tom also spoke about the P-40 that Mark Ward from TRC flew at the event. There
was a retired General in attendance at the event that actually flew full scale P-40s. The General
did not arrive at the event until noon so he missed the earlier flight of Mark Wards model P-40.
Tom had a good time talking to the retired General and listening to some of his encounters with
Chuck Yeager. Tom asked Mark Ward if he would fly his P-40 again so that the retired General
could see it in flight. Mark did fly the P-40 again for the request and Tom said he could see tears
on the face of the retired General during the flight. Tom went on to say the General had over a
thousand hours each on P-40s and P-47s. John Backes reminded the club that this Saturday was
the Very Low Pressure fun fly and gave a description of the tests involved, Climb and glide,
Precision touch and go and timed flight. Anthony Morning gave a description of the Air Cover
event set for July 11. This year the goal is to have 7 hours of continuous flight. Carl Rannigan
and John Backes both spoke about the next “Shoot for a Cure” event, and that the event is in
need of any expendable planes and parts that pilots may wish to donate. Next John Backes gave
details about the “Something Different” fun-fly set for Sept 15th. John listed acceptable aircraft
as those that did not have a single conventional wing, conventional tail, forward prop driven.
Things like flying cars, witches, doghouses, pusher-type aircraft, biplanes and helicopters are
acceptable. John also talked about the Memorial Day electric fly-in held at the Boo Williams
Sport plex in Hampton. John told a story about the pylon race, and the mishaps that took place.
In the second round of pylon racing several planes made contact, tails and wings were getting
chewed up and foam debris began flying around. John did manage to stay out of trouble during
this event and win it. John was awarded a real nice laser engraved plaque for the win.
Safety: Those members in attendance agreed that it was a safe Warbirds over Williamsburg
event, taking into consideration the number of pilots and spectators.
Training: Steve Klute mentioned there are 2 new students in training, and that this brings the
total of student now training to 6.
Old Business: None
New Business: Pete Rawlings gave thanks to all the guys that have been helping recently.
Freeman Post introduced a new prospective member, Andreas Alvarez. Jerry Limber also
introduced another prospective member, Max Allen son-in-law to be.
Show and Tell: Joe Musika showed his new AT-6 80” WS from CMP. Ken Howard Jr. told
the story of how Harold Francis while flying his P47 began to have throttle response problems.
He could not throttle down to make a landing. He decided to fly the plane until it was empty and
make a dead stick landing. Once the tank was empty and the plane went dead stick he was able
to land ok. When Harold got to the plane to inspect it, he discovered that 3 of the 4 engine
mount bolts had come loose and that the engine was held on by 1 bolt. Ken also mentioned the
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prop had a groove cut in the trailing edge from rubbing against the cowl. Ken Jr. suggests that
when using gas engines you should use wire nuts to prevent bolts from loosening. Bob Felberg
showed his new Goldberg Ultimate that is on the 2.4 GHz system. Jon Person showed a Hitec
servo with a Futaba arm on it. The Futaba arm was a closed fit but when used under a load the
arm did manage to slip. The lesson of the story “Don’t mix servos and arms”. Pete Rawlings
also pointed out to make sure that your servo arm is properly seated down on the spline shaft.
Tom Treese showed a metal retract box for his AT-6 that was made with the help of Cliff Casey.
The original retract box was made from plastic and was prone for failure. Jon Persons showed a
resistor setup he uses to load test servos, he also showed a Tenergy 2300nimh battery he got
from EBay for $18. President John Backes showed several tools he uses. First he showed a lite-
ply jig he uses in soldering that acts like “3rd hand” when soldering. A Master Airscrew balsa
planer and balsa stripper and a jig made for cleaning up the cut edge of nylon bolts. John also
showed a low cost voltmeter available from Harbor Freight and a long drill bit used to drill
motor mounts that can’t be reached using a regular bit.

There being no further business the meeting was adjourned at 8:25pm.

This month we will re-issue part of a column written by Dave Heape about 4-1/2 years ago. It is
just as applicable today as it was then and I think that all students will benefit from the Dave’s
wisdom. We have touched on this subject before, but Dave’s slant on it is tops and perhaps a
little more specific than our previous discussion.

“Much of the time the wind comes from the south and many students become most familiar with
a left-hand pattern, landing from the Route 5 end of the runway. Since this is the condition that
we see a lot, some students (veterans also!) find that landing from the south (right-hand pattern)
is a bit more tricky and is sometimes unnerving. One of the problems in landing from the south is
the tree line that parallels the final leg. We have lost quite a number of airplanes in those woods
over the years, and there have been lots of near misses and more than a few crashes caused by
concern for the trees. There is actually plenty of room to land from the south and the trees should
really never come into play. You should always keep some sky between your airplane and the
trees if you happen to get too near them. When you are in the landing pattern, start your base to
final leg turn before the airplane reaches the small clump of trees before the long tree line begins.
This will put you on about a 45-degree approach to the runway, but will ensure that you stay well
away from the trees. Control your final approach until you get near the end of the runway and
then find the middle, turn in, and land.

The other thing that affects landings from the south is that most pilots seem to make controlled
left hand turns better than right hand turns (I don’t know why!). The only thing that can be
offered here is to practice controlled right turns as much as you can.

Training Corner
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While it takes some practice, landings from the south can become as easy as those from the north
as you get more experience. Therefore, you should try to land from the south as often as you
can. If you have the option on calm or crosswind days, land from the south for practice. The
more you do it, the more confidence you will have.”

Thank you Dave for the great advice!

Remember to try something new each time you fly!
