Try Something Different

Thereason that | started the event severa years ago was to get people thinking about trying
“something different”. Hopefully, you attended the event and saw some interesting planes. You
don’'t necessarily have to spend alot to try something different. Most of my “different” airplanes
were very low cost. One of my favoritesis my Rudder Only. In the early days of RC, the planes
only had one control, the rudder. | wanted to try that so | built an airplane using an old wing
from a 3 channel trainer that did not have any ailerons. | used an old 25 engine and the landing
gear from aplane that | bought for $6.00 at an auction. | scratch built the rest using 1/8” balsa
for the sides and balsa sheets for the tail surfaces. Total cost of the plane was probably about
$20.00. | did cheat and added a second servo for the throttle. | sometimesfly it asit was flown
in the old days with someone holding it on the runway at full throttle and releasing the plane. |
then fly it until it runs out of fuel and glidein for alanding. It will do more than most people
think. Barrel rolls and loops are possible with the right timing. One of my favorite thingsis
attempting touch and goes. It requires very precise control of the throttle and perfect timing.
The plane must be slowed so that it is descending slowly and then the throttle is increased
slightly to pick up speed. Theincreased speed will slow the descent and then start climbing.
Thetrick isto add just enough throttle so that the plane stops descending just asit touches the
grass and then climbs out. Too much or too early throttle and you have alow flyby. Too little or
too late and you hit the ground hard. Itisagreat challenge. Try something different! Helpis
availableif you need it.

No Safety items to report this month.

Training Corner \

Several months ago we talked about dead-stick |andings and how we can practice and prepare for
that unforeseen (and usually unexpected) occurrence. We said then that we would talk about the
causes of dead-sticks at alater date. Let’s start to do it now.

There can be a number of reasons our little engines decide to “ quit” while we are making an
otherwise perfectly good flight. One of the most obvious and common problemsis that the
engine ssmply runs out of fuel. Why out of fuel? Well, of course we may simply fly longer than
the size of our tank allows. How can you prevent that? Well, if you make a short flight on a new
plane/engine, you can then seeif you used half atank or a quarter or whatever and extrapolate
how much longer you could have flown. You will of course have to adjust for circumstances
such as whether the engine was running rich, or if you ran the engine wide open most of the time
or simply “loafed” around the sky alot. After that deliberately short first flight, you can fly a
little longer and double check how much more fuel you used. After afew flights you have
zeroed-in on how long you can normally fly with the existing tank size.

So, how do we know how long we have been flying? Well, numerous little timers are available
that can easily be used by the RC modeler. Some of the newer transmitters even have built-in
timersto assist you. | personally use asmall Radio Shack timer that hangs around my neck on a



strap and gives intermediate warning signals at appropriate times. These signals come at 10
minutes prior to the end, and at 5 minutes. This helps me know roughly where in the flight plan |
am. No excuse to run out of fuel now!

What else can cause the engine to quit while we are flying? Because of the way our typica two-
tube fuel systems are usually configured, there exists the chance that under certain conditions, air
or fuel vapor, can be drawn into the “clunk” instead of liquid fuel. If too much vapor isingested,
the slug that gets to the engine will cause it to run out of fuel and die. A smaller bubble might
just make it slow or “sputter” and then continue. Generally the clunk is plumbed so it stays near
the back of the tank. This means though, that if for any reason the fuel runsto the front of the
tank, the clunk becomes exposed to vapor....and a short time later the engine sees a slug of vapor
and maybe dies. | experienced this severa times when making extended climbs followed by a
“tail-dlide” into along dive (throttle at idle) and then level flight at or near the original line. The
trouble with thisis that the fuel in the tank can “fall” faster than the plane because the plane has
friction from the air or “wind-resistance” when it isfalling (particularly with the engine at idle)
and the fuel doesnot. Theresult isthat the remaining fuel in the tank falls away from the clunk
and goes to the front of the tank during the vertical dive. When you get to the level flight the
slug of vapor getsto the engine and it is “dead-stick” time. There are ways to plumb your fuel
system to avoid this, but to many of usthat is not easily done, particularly with ARF type planes.
In the case above, | found that simply shortening the dive and adding power was away to avoid
the problem.

Thereismore to thisissue, but we will continue at another time...and always
Remember to try something new each time you fly!

John Backes was the principal pilot for the event, flying his own
electric soar star and flying his Bingo airplane as atow plane for 4 different tow targets he had
made out of sheet foam. There was also Harry Ashworth and Ken Howard Jr. flying their own
planes as targets for the shooters. Freeman Post brought back a plane from last year with all the
repairs made ready to do battle again. Jim Sturdy brought a Delta wing type of plane out for
Johnto fly as atarget aso. Sean Persons flew a plane made of coraplast that made five or six
flights, took area beating and kept on flying all day long, great job Sean. Buck Morning
brought a coraplas plane back from last year, and Bill Van Cleaver had a Clipped wing CUB that



he brought for an untimely death. Then there was my giant foam thing with alot of refinements
over last years model, with the goal being to try and last longer than 5 minutes of being shot at.
This year the plane made it to three rounds of flying before being disabled and un-flyable. The
first timeit went down, some one had hit the fuel line where it hooked up at the needle valve,
and knocked it off, which killed the engine and make the plane crash, but with no damage to the
plane. The second time the plane went down was when some one knocked the fuel fill tube off
the fuel filter and let the tank run dry. That time when the plane went in it broke the rudder off
which made the plane un-flyable. But up until that time the plane took a beating and |asted a
good while before its death. The planeis still in one piece and repairable, so it should be back for
next year. Thethingsthat really proved their worth were the tow targets that John Backes made
up for the event. Those things took a tremendous amount of hits and kept on going. These
should be the type of things that CVA members can build if they don’t want to risk aplane. All
that it will cost them isthe price of a sheet of foam and sometime to put it together. The flight
repair team of Tom Treese, Steve Klute, Jim Sturdy, Freeman Post, Gary Clifford, Jimmy Cash,
and Buck Morning deserve alot of credit for keeping the tow targets and the other planesin
flying condition with the quick repairs needed to keep things flowing for the shooters. John
Backes made a couple of great saves with keeping disabled planes up and away from the people
until he could get it back to the runway for alanding. | would like to give a big thanksto all the
members that came out and helped run the event: food buying — Tex Harrison, cook- Jon
Persons, food casher- Ken Howard Sr., registration - Buck Morning, shooting line control — Bill
VanClever. The repair/starting personal as stated earlier. Without this great help | couldn’t have
put this event on.

The people from “The Swamp” deserve a big thank you for their rolein the event, with bringing
out all the guns and paint ball supplies for the shooters to rent for the event. Without them we
could not have put this event on, they also donated all their money back to CVA for the
hospitals. Thiswas avery kind and thoughtful move on their part. Thanks alot to Tommy and
his crew from “The Swamp”.

At this point we had collected $843.00 from the event for the hospitals, $455.00 coming
from “The Swamp”. Thefood saleswere $198.00 and theregistration of shooters brought
in $190.00.
